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1. INTRODUCTION 
 

1.1 RFCTLARR Act, 2013 
 

The Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and 
Resettlement Act, 2013 (also Land Acquisition Act, 2013) is an Act of Indian Parliament that 
regulates land acquisition and lays down the procedure and rules for granting compensation, 
Rehabilitation and Resettlement to the affected persons in India. According to the Right to Fair 
Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement 
(RFCTLARR) Act, 2013, it is mandatory to conduct a Social Impact Assessment (SIA) and 
prepare a Social Impact Management Plan (SIMP) for acquisition of land by government for its 
own use, hold and control or by public-private partnership or by private acquisition for public 
purposes. 

The overall objective of the Act is to make the land acquisition process participatory, humane, 
informed and transparent. The Act also stipulates that an SIA study for land acquisition must 
demonstrate or justify the following:  

a. That the land to be acquired serves a public purpose 
b. That the extent of the land to be acquired for public purpose is the absolute bare 

minimum 
c. Whether land acquisition at the alternative place has been considered and not found 

feasible 
d. Whether overall potential benefits outweigh the social impacts and assessment costs 
e. Extent of lands, public and private, houses, settlements and other common properties 

likely to be affected by the proposed acquisition. 
f. Number of affected families and number of families likely to be displaced.

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1.3 Need for the Project and Public Purpose 
 

Song River is a medium tributary of River Ganga, in the state of Uttarakhand. River Song 
originates from Dhanaulti at an elevation of about 2400m and joins River Ganga just upstream of 
Haridwar. Song Dam Drinking Water Project is conceived on the River Song in Dehradun 
District of Uttarakhand and is located about 25km from the Dehradun Town. The project 
envisages construction of 130m height RCC dam creating a lake of around 4km length and 
approximately 69 hectare area. The project ensures 150 MLD drinking water supply to serve a 
forecasted population of 15 lakh in future through gravity for Dehradun city & suburban areas.  

The project will be helpful in supplying the water through gravity and so the huge expenditure 
involved in pumping the water from the Tube-Wells will be saved. The storage of water in the 
reservoir will help in recharging the ground water and augmentation of natural water sources in 
downstream areas also. It may also develop into a tourism spot also. 

1.4 Site Description 
 

The Song Drinking Water Project is proposed on the Song River and is located at the boundary 
of district Dehradun and Tehri Garhwal near village Sondhana (Longitude: 78.11’30” E and 
Latitude: 30.18’08” N) at a distance of about 25 km from the Dehradun.

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3. SIA STUDY APPROACH AND METHODOLOGY 
 

3.1 Description and Rationale for Methodology 
 

The objective of Social Impact Assessment (SIA) is to prepare a complete inventory of 
structures, affected families and to identify social impacts. In order to capture data for the present 
exercise, numerous primary and secondary data sources were consulted.  

A list of all major stakeholders was prepared which would directly or indirectly be affected 
By the project. The list was then finally divided into three broad categories namely: 

1) Primary Stakeholders (Project-affected families) 
2) Secondary Stakeholders (Villages/families within the 10km of the project area) 
3) Institutional Stakeholders (School, Religious Centers, Education Facilities etc. within the 

project area) 
 

3.2 Social Impact Assessment Report Preparation Process 
 

Social impact assessment (SIA) is required when the project results in either physical or 
economic displacement of the people. The plan must ensure that the livelihoods of people 
affected by the project are restored to levels prevailing before inception of the project. Some of 
the essential components and steps to be kept in mind for preparing an effective SIA is 
identification of socio-economic impacts of the project, public/community consultation, legal 
framework for land acquisition and compensation, entitlement policy, relocation and 
resettlement, income restoration and outline of R&R plan. 

3.3 Objectives 
 

The major objectives of this social impact study are: 

 Assessment as to whether the proposed acquisition serves public purpose. 
 Estimation of affected families and the number of families among them likely to be 

displaced. 
 Extent of lands, public and private houses, settlements and other common properties 

likely to be affected by the proposed acquisition. 
 Whether the extent of land proposed for acquisition is the absolute bare minimum extent 

needed for the project.  
 Whether land acquisition at an alternate place has been considered and found not feasible. 
 Study of social impacts of the project, and the nature and cost of addressing them and the 

impact of these cost on the overall costs of the project vis-à-vis the benefits of the project.  
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3.4 Tools used for collection of data 
 

3.4.1 Reconnaissance Survey 
The team conducted reconnaissance surveys to have an overview of the likely extent of impact 
on people because of the acquisition and the consequent development of the Song Dam Drinking 
Water Project. 

3.4.2 Data from secondary sources 
Secondary sources information was collected from a number of quarters such as from Census 
data, Statistical hand book, concerned Gram Panchayats, Patwaris, Aanganwadi Centers and 
other standard literature. Thus, the secondary sources information complemented the primary 
data which was elicited through field survey from the affected people and other stakeholders. An 
understanding was created about the physical, social, economic, and cultural set-up of the project 
area before undertaking detailed field investigations. 

3.4.3 Primary Data Collection 
Primary data was collected through focus group discussions and semi-structured questionnaire. 
The project team met directly and indirectly affected respondent family members, regional 
respondents, other functionaries and beneficiaries of the affected area. Also, a meeting was held 
by District Magistrate (Tehri) and other officials on 31.07.2019 with villagers of four villages 
and public representative to review their issues and problems arising of construction of the Song 
Dam. Views and interests of the respondents were also recorded in this meeting; the data has 
been continuously updated during the year and has been annexed with this report 
 

3.5 Data Analysis and Report Writing  
 

The SIA relied on both qualitative and quantitative information collected from the various 
sources. At the first stage secondary sources of information were analyzed and used as essential 
references throughout the SIA process. The subsequent processes of scrutiny, coding, data entry, 
cleaning as well as processing of quantitative data were done by a trained data management 
team. Descriptive statistical methods were used to analyze the primary data which have been 
presented using tables and graphs. However, the SIA report has been prepared based on a 
combined understanding of issues and using a triangulation of information from various sources. 

3.6 Public Consultations 
 

The demography and socio-economic pattern of the area has been evaluated by using the primary 
data sources as well as secondary data generated and critically analyzed to appreciate the socio-
economic status of the area. Public meetings were held and the villagers of the affected areas 
were consulted for their views about project components and its implications during preparation 
of the detailed project report. Focused Group Discussions & Semi-structured Questionnaires 
were used to assess the needs, aspirations and suggestions of the people as well as the overall 
perception of the people about the Song Drinking Water Project and its benefits and/or losses, if 
any. The general information of the village with reference to the area and the amenities of the 
village, land holdings, land use patterns, different agricultural crops, irrigation facilities, housing 
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and sanitation, financial institutions, medical facilities was collected by observation and group 
discussions with village and family heads.     

Before the public meetings/consultations, the Pradhans of the villages were contacted and the 
convenient time and date of meeting was decided.  The minutes of meetings and list of 
stakeholders consulted during the visits/meeting has been provided in the annexure. Also the 
demands , awareness and perception of the people in affected areas regarding the project has 
been provided in chapter 6  Awareness, Perception and Social Impact of the project of this 
report. 
In continuation with the public consultations which were  held  during the preparation of the 
detailed project report further public meetings (dated 18/12/2019 and 16/01/2020) were 
organized after the notification of SIA study by Uttarakhand Government to update the 
information gathered before.

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3.7 Minutes of Public Meetings and Consultations

construction of Song Dam Drinking Water Project and its affects. Villagers of the project 
affected area and their public representatives attended the meeting. Attendance of present 
officers, public representatives and villagers is annexed as A-0. Another public meeting was held 
on 31.07.2019 at G.I.C. Ragadgaon in Presence of District Magistrate of district Tehri Garhwal 
.Attendance of officers, public representatives and villagers present in this meeting has been 
annexed as A-1.In continuation of these meetings which were held during preparation of detailed 
project report further public meetings and consultations were held on 18.12.2019 and 16.01.2020 
at G.I.C. Ragadgaon after notification by Uttarakhand Government for conducting a Social 
Impact Assessment Study under Section 5 of RFCTLARR Act, 2013. Attendance of present 
officers, villagers, public representatives in meetings dated 18.12.2019 and 16.01.2020 has been 
annexed as A-2 and A-3.  In the public meetings which were held on 15.12.2018 and 31.07.2019 
during preparation of detailed project report and on 18.12.2019 and 16.01.2020 after notification 
under section 5 of RFCTLARR Act, 2013 demands were raised and suggestions were given 
regarding rehabilitation and resettlement by the villagers and their public representatives that will 
be directly or indirectly affected in the project affected areas. In addition to demands raised in 
the public meetings, number of demand letters was given by the villagers/public representatives 
time to time. Different demand letters by the villagers/public representatives has been annexed as 
A-4 to A-31 in this report.

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4. PROFILE OF THE STUDY AREA 
 

4.1 Uttarakhand State 
 

Uttarakhand state, spread over 53,483 Sq. Km, is located at the foothills of the Himalayan 
mountain ranges. It was formed in November 2000 as the 27th State of India. The state is mainly 
a hilly State, having international boundaries with China (Tibet) in the north and Nepal in the 
east. On its north-west lies Himachal Pradesh, while on the south is Uttar Pradesh. It is rich in 
natural resources especially water and forests with many glaciers, rivers, dense forests and snow-
clad mountain peaks. The town lies in the Dun Valley, on the watershed of the Ganga and 
Yamuna rivers. The Population Census Report of 2011 published by Govt. of India for 
Uttarakhand state reveal that population of Uttarakhand has increased by 18.81% in this decade 
(2001-2011) compared to past decade (1991-2001). The current density of Uttarakhand state in 
the is 488 per sq. mile.

4.4 Dhanaulti Tehsil 
 

Dhanaulti is a Tehsil in the Tehri Garhwal District of Uttarakhand. According to Census 2011 
the sub-district code of Dhanaulti block is 00298. Total area of Dhanaulti is 555 km² comprising 
of 263 villages. The sub district houses about 74083 peoples in 12409 homes.  
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4.5 Ragadgaon 
 

Ragadgaon is a medium size village located in Dhanaulti Tehsil of Tehri Garhwal district, 
Uttarakhand with a total of 53 families residing. The Ragadgaon has population of 324 of which 
178 are males while 146 are females as per Population Census 2011.  In Ragadgaon population 
of children with age group 0-6 is 64 which makes up 19.75 % of total population of village. 
Average Sex Ratio of Ragadgaon village is 820 which is lower than Uttarakhand state average of 
963. Child Sex Ratio for the Ragadgaon as per census is 684, lower than Uttarakhand average of 
890.  Ragadgaon has higher literacy rate as compared to Uttarakhand. In 2011, literacy rate of 
Ragadgaon was 78.85 % compared to 78.82 % of Uttarakhand. In Ragadgaon Male literacy rate 
stands at 85.71 % while female literacy rate is 70.83 %.

4.6 Ghursalgaon 
 

Ghursalgaon is a medium size village located in Dhanaulti Tehsil of Tehri Garhwal district with 
a total of40 families residing. The Ghursalgaon has population of 231 of which 128 are males 
while 103 are females as per Population Census 2011. In Ghursalgaon village population of 
children with age group 0-6 is 37 which makes up 16.02 % of total population of village. 
Average Sex Ratio of Ghursalgaon village is 805 which is lower than Uttarakhand state average 
of 963. Child Sex Ratio for the Ghursalgaon as per census is 850, lower than Uttarakhand 
average of 890.  Ghursal Gaon village has higher literacy rate compared to Uttarakhand. In 2011, 
literacy rate of Ghursalgaon village was 86.08 % compared to 78.82 % of Uttarakhand. In 
Ghursalgaon, Male literacy rate stands at 98.15 % while female literacy rate is 70.93 %.

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5.2 Literacy Profile

It is observed that total main cultivators in the project affected area are 245, accounting for about 
48% of the total population. Labour account for about 5% of the total population. 2.7% of 
population is engaged in private sector jobs. The remaining (44.3%) is the dependent population. 
Occupation profile is extremely poor, more than 44% population are non-workers. The dominant 
occupation is agriculture and there is no other source of income in this area. 

Apart from this, The gender composition among the workers in the submergence area indicates 
that most of the workers are male and very few workers belong to female category.  

 

5.5 Agriculture 
 

The major agriculture crops grown in the submergence area are Vegetables (in Kharif) and wheat 
(in Rabi), which account for about 45% and 40 % of the total cropped area respectively. 
Additionally, other crops accounting to 6 % and peas/beans accounting to 9 % are grown in 
Kharif and Rabi respectively. Most of the irrigation is met through surface water resources and 
remaining on the rain fed water. The details of cropping pattern of the command area are given

The villagers follow a crop pattern, cultivating more vegetables than agricultural crops. Also, the 
farming is organic in nature as a result of awareness program organized by an NGO at Nainital. 
Most of the agriculture is subsistence in nature and surplus, if any, is sold in nearby 
Raipur/Dehradun Mandi. 

 

5.6 Education Profile 
 

Educational facilities are available in the submergence area such as Anganwadi, primary school 
(education from 1st- 5th standard), Secondary schools etc. An Inter college (education from 6- 
12th standard) is also situated in Ragadgaon but education facilities are not sufficient in the 
submergence area. The residents are traveling long distances to get the better education facilities  
to  Dehradun.

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6. AWARENESS, PERCEPTION & SOCIAL IMPACT OF THE PROJECT 
 

6.1 Awareness Level 

Perception on awareness about the proposed Song Dam Drinking Water Project reveals that 
almost all the affected and non-affected households are aware of the proposed project. The main 
source of information was through Village Representatives/Local MLA, Uttarakhand Irrigation 
Department Officials, Newspaper/Television, Visit of Hon’ble Chief Minister of Uttarakhand, 
Meeting conducted by District Magistrate (Tehri), SDM’s and local consultant/NGOs engaged in 
the baseline data collection for the project.   

6.2 Perception of the Project Affected Families and other villagers 

The key output expected from this study is to know the expectation and preferences of the 
affected families with regard to their various entitlements outlined in the RFCTLARR Act, 2013. 
Accordingly, an attempt was made during the survey to know the preferences or choices of all 
the affected families with regard to their resettlement and rehabilitation. The idea behind the 
same was to make R&R process more participatory and people oriented. Each and every affected 
family was contacted and meetings were held to give its preferences for the same. In this regard, 
the level of awareness and perception of affected families have been recorded which are 
presented here under as drawn from people during conduct of FGDs. 

 About 70-80% people mentioned that due to the proposed project, there will be 
improvement in road and other infrastructure in the area  

 About 91% people mentioned that in case of their land acquisition in the project, they 
would prefer land in lieu of land.  

 About 72% people mentioned that in case of their land acquisition in the project, they 
would prefer house in lieu of house.  

 About 50-60% people mentioned that in case of their land acquisition in the project, they 
would prefer above two conditions and one job in the family based on the qualifications 
and skills 

 About 70-80% people mentioned that in case of their land acquisition of the common 
facilities such as school in Ragadgaon, provisions must be made for construction of 
school at new location 

 About 70-80% people mentioned that in case of land acquisition of the Shiv Temple in 
Ragadgaon, provisions must be made for relocation and re-construction of the temple at 
new location. 

6.3 Social Impact 
6.3.1 Impacts on Employment and Local Economy 

There will be increase in employment opportunities during the construction phase and also in long run 
requiring the skilled, semi-skilled, unskilled workers and engineers etc. There are opportunities of local 
business for goods and services (e.g. construction materials, equipment, food for the accommodation 
camp, etc.). As a result, existing local business may expand and new business may be established locally 
to meet the demands of project, providing indirect employment opportunities. The dam site will also serve 
as a tourist attraction and would encourage indirect employment opportunities in the area.

For the construction of Song Dam Drinking Water Project, both agriculture and homestead land 
of villages to be submerged, will be acquired resulting in loss of income. The extent of impact on 
livelihood will depend on the proportion of productive land to be acquired and the access of land 
owners to the corridor after construction. The impact will be permanent since the land is acquired 
permanently. So, it is quite possible that some among the affected households may either get 
substantially affected or become landless after the acquisition of this land by the government.

6.3.3 Impact on Community Infrastructure and Services 

During construction phase, an increase in population in the local area (due to employment 
opportunities and in-migration) is likely to generate additional pressure on existing infrastructure 
and services. This may result in reduction in capacity of existing infrastructure and services to 
meet the needs of the local villages. Also due to submergence of villages, public infrastructures 
like schools, power transmission lines, roads etc are also going to be affected. Places of worship, 
cremation grounds, grazing lands for cattle are also going to be affected. However, proper 
management plan for rehabilitation and resettlement can compensate for the negative effects on 
infrastructure. However, this impact is expected to be local in terms of extent and scale and 
occur over a short period of time. For these reasons, the impact was assessed as negative and 
minor. 

In the operation phase, the workforce will be reduced & there is a substantial development in the 
infrastructure and hence the pressure on the local infrastructure will be highly reduced and with 
the help of proper planning for development of infrastructure and services in affected areas 
negative effect on infrastructure and services can be compensated. Therefore, the impact is 
assessed as negative and minor.

6.3.4 Impact on Social Networks 
Although employment is a positive economic benefit, it also presents a number of potential 
negative social impacts. As a portion of the construction workforce will be sourced from local 
villages, there will be movement of workers from their existing positions due to the employment 
opportunities offered by the project, leading to reduction in the local skill pool. Introduction of 
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new people in the area can bring social issues such as differences in ethnicity and/or religious 
values, jealousy arising due to outsiders successfully securing position within the project. The 
impacts will, however be minimized as the workforce will largely reside within the 
accommodation camp. Hence, reducing the interaction between the workforce and local villagers 
and thus, reducing the potential for community conflict. 
It is anticipated that this impact will be minor and negative during construction as well as 
operation phases. The extent and scale of the impact will be small due to relatively small size of 
the workforce.

The scope of the filed survey remained 
confined to 03 project affected villages of district Tehri and 01 village of Dehradun which are 
likely to be affected by the acquisition of land for the proposed project. Many meetings were 
held with PAF and villagers on different dates 15.12.2018, 18.12.2019, &16.01.2020. A meeting 
by District Magistrate Tehri and other officials was also held on 31.07.2019 with villagers of 
four villages and public representative to review their issues and problems due to construction of 
the Song dam. The report of meeting held on 31.07.2019 has been sent to Secretary Irrigation by 
District Magistrate of Tehri wide his letter no.901/41-08/2018-19/dated 08.08.2019. After 
collecting the data from field and revenue department, various information to prepare R&R 
scheme is summarized as follows in the table form:-

7.5 Summary of affected private lands, properties and public infrastructure 
according to Preliminary Survey  

According to preliminary survey done in the affected areas and with the help of data from field 
and revenue department, it is estimated that 10.318 hectares of private land is required for 
submergence and dam structure; 150 numbers of land title holders and 275 number of person of 
more than 18 years of age are going to be affected.  Also 38 numbers of Pacca houses,11 number 
of kaccha houses,05 number of temples,01 number of Gharats, 01 number of Governtment Inter 
College,02 number of bridges are going to be affected. 2.50 kms of LT line ,8.00 kms of HT 
lines , 5.5 kms of main water pipeline and 3.5 kms of distribution water pipe line and 2.5 kms of  
irrigation facilities (canal) are going to be affected by the construction of Song Dam.
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8. SOCIAL IMPACT MANAGEMENT PLAN 
 

This Social Impact Management Plan (SIMP) has been prepared to mitigate negative social 
impacts for the proposed Song Dam Drinking Water Project based on the cost of land 
acquisition, compensation for properties and horticulture /trees owned by affected families 
along with the provision for payments to displaced families and provisions for basic amenities 
etc according to RFCTLARR act 2013. In different meetings held with affected villages, they 
raised the demand for land in Lieu of land only. Some houses are fully affected either due to 
submergence or due to damage. Social Impact Management Plan has been covered in sub  
chapters 8.1, 8.2, 8.3 and 8.4 as under.
